Finished Corner Frames 
 

F inished corner frames are the 

pinnacle of custom frame 

making.

Finished corner frames are usually 

finished in  gold leaf, white gold leaf 

or with an ebonized lacquer or 

beautiful furniture finishes. The styles 

run from historical to the most 

popular present day gallery looks 

with a strong bias to frames from 

European periods and styles.

Bad News Bumpons 
 

W e have been made aware of a 

problem with the little plastic 

bumpons that we used in the nineties 

that sometimes dissolve leaving a mark 

on your wall.. 

 

The culprits are the little round brown 

bumpons that  we used in the nineties . 

3M cannot figure out what the problem is 

because it has been so long coming that they 

cannot identify what batch they are from. 

When we first called them about the problem 

a little over a year ago, they were not aware 

of the problem at all. Since then, they have 

tested samples we sent and agree that they do 

not meet their specifications, but they donôt 

know how it occurred. 

 

Nevertheless, the problem needs addressed 

and I would appreciate your inspecting the 

back of frames we made for you in the 

nineties and if you find little brown bumpons 

(those are the little spacers on 

the bottom corners on back of 

the frame) please bring them in 

to us for replacement. This is 

the first ñrecallò we have ever 

had and I am truly sorry to 

report it to you but I hope you 

will bring any brown bumpons 

in so we can rectify the problem.

All these benefits come with a price that makes it not feasible for 

many frame projects, but it is the clear choice for fine art pieces. To 

lessen the pinch on your wallet, we are offering a 25% price 

reduction on any use of museum glass through November.
