Giclee: What Did You Say? 

 

C onfusion reigns amongst art collectors everywhere 

about “giclee prints.” This is mostly because every-

one in the art world says something different about them 

and sometimes use this confusion to mislead the public. 

We are planning to try and dispel some of the confusion 

or, at least, present our opinions on the topic. 

 

Giclee (zhee-KLAY) prints are, quite simply, high quality 

inkjet prints made as reproductions of an artist’s original 

work. As reproductions, or derivative prints, they should 

not be confused with original works of art. They should 

be very high quality copies of the original work printed 

with pigment based inks that have tested to last at least 

100 years when printed on fine art papers. Our philosophy 

of this kind of print is to make it obvious to the viewer 

that they are not the original painting: change the size, show the margins of the 

paper around the image, have the artist sign and number the print in the margin, 

all intended to let the viewer see the differences. 

 

So, now about that “festival” mentioned in the side-

bar: Prince George Art & Frame is planning a Sat-

urday afternoon open house and “discussion” with 

the public about giclee prints for Saturday June 13th 

1-5pm. Several of the artists will be on hand to 

show you their giclees and compare them to the 

original so you can see the similarities and differ-

ences. During the afternoon, we will serve refresh-

ments and demonstrate our giclee printer at work. 

 

We hope you will stop by and visit and learn more 

about this wonderful medium. That is Saturday June 13th from 1-5pm here at 

Prince George Art & Frame.

MUSEUM GLASS 
 

M any of you have seen the display of museum glass on 

our framing counter and discussed it with us. This is 

a “wonder” glass being lead free (hence its clarity), UV 

filtered to  provide protection from damaging light rays and 

filtered to reduce reflections. It is truly amazing, but of 

course, the price reflects the quality. It usually costs 4-5 

times as much as regular glass, but trust me, it is the only 

glass for some works of art.
